Handling is wonderfully light. It 1s
almost impossible to get into trou-
ble while cornering, either by go-
ing too fast or hitting irregular
surfaces. Tightening the steering
damper makes the plot even more
stable at higher speeds. The large
oval speedometer integral with the
headlamp shell, is easy to read
and incorporates a neutral gear
indication light and flasher monitor.
On high beam, the Yamaha’s illu-
mination makes speedy night travel
as safe as in daylight hours. The
mudgurds are surprisingly effective,
the minimum of water being blown
around the coves.

As a conclusion, the YSA-1 has
proven itself to be one of the best
sporting 125cc¢ bike available on
the road today.
