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'69 Tokyo Motor Show Grandest

The annual Tokyo Motor Show
splendidly took place for two
weeks from October 24 at the
Trade Center, Harumi, Tokyo.
Throughout the period, it att-
racted over-1,520,000 spectators,
which proved to be the record
in the 16-year history of the
Motor Show.

The Yamaha corner displayed
in impressive Western moods
absolutely highlighted the Mo-
toreycle Hall and won the hi-
ghest popularity by unveiling
five brand-new models.
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Yamaha arraved a sparkling 70 line
of 25 models-58 machines ranging
from 50cc to 650ce including three
snowmobiles, Two complete series
of Yamaha, —sports consisting of
50ce, 90ce, 125¢e, 250ce, 360cc and
650ce models and trail consisting
of 90ce, 125¢ce, 175ce, 250ce and 360
ce models — aroused a big sensation
among young active enthusiasts,

Five brand-new models including
three trail types made their debut
at the Show. In the field of trail
bikes Yamaha’s advantage was more
firmly established with these new
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models. Yamaha trail series ranging
from 90cc to 360cc models afresh
impressed the spectators that Ya-
maha would be a real trail age
leader,

These trail models were exhibited
together in Western moods, which
provided a grand highlight at the
Motoreyele Hall. This method of
display completely realized their
excellent mobility to convert Wes-
tern wild lands into highways. A
state coach with several trail bikes,
arranged as if they had been horses
in those days, produced an atomos-
phere of a peculiar sort to enchant
adventurous voung riders, A display

of an Indian holding his hatchet
aloft, sitting astride a Yamaha was
specially acclaimed, as it looked
almost real and excellently expre-
ssed the mobility of trail bikes.
Of three models, a 360cc and 90cc
ones were entirely new models de-
veloped by Yamaha intending to
make their leading position further
advanced.

In addition to this method of dis-
play, Western music heard around
the trail corner was so much effec-
tive to promote Western moods,

4-stroke engine techniques which
had proved to be of high level by
producing DOHC 6-cylinder engines
for Toyota 2,000 GT and DOHC 8-
cylinder engines for Toyota 7 racers
under a technical tie-up with Toyo-
ta Motor Company, No. 1 car maker
in Japan was thoroughly applied to
this first 4-stroke model of Yamaha,
It looked surprisingly smart for its
large displacement, but nobody was
doubtful of its fabulously high per-
formance, Each day spectators were
thronging around this model, refl-
ecting high popularity to the bi-
ggest Yamaha,

Besides,the smallest Yamaha Mini
also became one of the most
notable models at the Show. This

handrable 50cc moped was ready
for everyone’s use and admitted t¢
be most suitable for female or no-
vice riders recently increasing in
number in this country.

Remarkable service
system demonstrated

At the same time, Yamaha's world-
beating racers, 350ce TR-2 and 250cc
TD-2 were exhibited with complete
equipments, The tune-up and cus-
tom parts corner established along
with these racers also won fans’
popularity, being very advisable and
timely.

A motocross-converted AT-90 was
arrayed with such racing parts as
expansion chambers, fuel tanks, fen-
ders, rims, tyres, and so on, which
demonstrated Yamaha’s perfect ser-
vice system. At another corner,
Yamaha snowmobiles attracted atte
ntion as revolutionary vehicles to
promote the speed and widen the
scope of activities on snow.
Yamaha exhibited their products of
wider variety in such a spectacular
way to appeal to customers, mono-
polizing popularity at the Motor-
cycle Hall,

Yamaha's success at the '69 Tokyo
Motor Show resulted from Yama-
ha's constant efforts to catch the
world-wide trend of demand increa-
singly tending toward sporty ma-
chines more quickly than others
and to hold their leading position
in supplying customers with satis-
factory products,

Touring over 200 miles on a 180c

Yamaha

A Yamaha 180cc CS2E is un-
questionably one of the most
quality bikes in its class, but
it has been apt to be regarded
as a motoreycle of thimble-
sized portions by America or
European riders. This concep-
tion, however, must be chan-
ged now! A 180cec Yamaha
has proved to be capable of
performance enough to nece-
ssitate some drastic revisioning
of opinions so far established
for this bike. A British expert
rider who has recently experi-
enced a 200-mile touring on a
Yamaha states as follows.

Marvellous
reliability

What size motorcycle is proper to carry
two people and their overnight luggage
over a 200-mile journey from South
Wales to London within four and a half
hours, at an average speed of a little

over 42 mph, and in comfort ? A big
twin may be proper, and a good 350cc
one is possibly OK. By a stretch of
imagination, one of outstanding 250cc
bikes will do the work, maybe.

Think of a smaller bike than 250cc and
smaller than 200cc! Then, you will hit
the mark. Yes, it is a Yamaha 180cc
CS2ZE.

200-mile touring from South Wales to
London carrying me and my wife on it.
Outstanding among its host of super-
lative features is the little twin’s acce-
leration. It showed itself to be fast
enough to out-accelerate any bikes up to
500ce. Power did not start until the rev-
counter needle came near the 4000 rpm
mark but at 3800 - 4000 rpm it whanged
in like a released catapault elastic.
Despite considerable abuse of the elutch
gave no trouble at all, probably becaus
it ran on oil. O1l lubricated and carriec
away heat, the two basic requirements
of clutch.

No offensive
smoke

In town no offensive smoke was existent,
and once seltled into a steady cruising
speed, things were clear. Silencing was
extremely effective, the exhaust noted
only a continuous pleasanl hum.
[Handling and roadholding were just
enough to provide superb riding comfort
while cruising with two up.

To summarise, the Yamaha 180cc CS2E
is an impressive motorcycle with a re-
markable performance in the fullest
sense of the word.

If you want to go down in your club’s
history as a legendary figure who, with
his diminutive motorcycle, never gave
best on a long run to the big ones, then
this Yamaha is the one for you.
