Victory to Gould, but glory to Read

Much to thrill and excitement of spec-
tators estimated at 150,000 thronging
around the tricky circuit of Van Drenthe,
ex-champion P, Read on a Yamaha made
dramatic last-lap dashes to chase R.
Gould on another Yamaha in the 17-lap
250cc race of the Dutch TT, fifth round
of the 1970 Series on June 24, Read had
lost over 50 seconds at the start of racing
because of his racer’s reluctant firing. K.
Carruthers, reigning title holder also ri-
ing a Yamaha rocketed into the lead at
the start closely followed by R. Gould.
Carruthers upheld his leading position
until lap 15 when he stopped to retire

because of engine seizure.

In the meantime, in his brilliant attempts
to regain lost time, Read climbed to
eighth on lap 7 and 4th on lap 10.

With Carruthers out, Read advanced into
2nd to battle for the 250cc glory against
leading Gould for remaining two laps.
Read relentlessly reduced the gap, setting
the fastest lap on lap 16. One more lap to
go!

Read’s spurt fully excited and thrilled
spectators. But, the race was not so long
enough for him! The race ended in
Gould’s victory only by 3 seconds.

On the last lap, Carruther’'s Yamaha
started to misfire and Gould pulled ahead
to win the race easily.

Now, Gould enjoys 25-point lead over his
rival Carruthers in the world champion-
ship table.
