The ‘73 Trans-AMA 500cc Moto-Cross Series which is now under way in
the United States, is the focus of world-wide attention. All top class
moto-cross riders riding the highly performing works machines of Yamaha,
“uzuki, Maico and Husqvarna, gather together to make each round a
close-fought battle for the championship.

Pierre Karsmarkers, an American-based Dutch rider in contract with the
Yamaha International Corporation in Los Angeles, has been spearheading
the- powerful attack of Yamaha, riding the Mono Cross-equipped machine
since he won the opening round held at Springfield on September 23.

Vit:tnry at Puyallup

The round which was organized at
Puyallup, Washington on November 18,
was contested by lots of American and
European stars including Roger De Coster,
Sylvain Gebores, Adolf Weil, Willy Bauer
and Karsmarkers. In freezing weather con-
ditions the race was staged on the sandy,
tricky circuit.

In the first leg Dutch rider Gerrit Wolsink
(Maico) led the race from start to finish.
During the opening stages of the race,
Karsmarkers formed the top-chasing group
together with De Coster (Suzuki), Gebores
(Suzuki), Bauer (Maico) and Weil (Maico).
Pulling away from others on lap 16,
Karsmarkers climbed to 2nd within easy
reach to leading Wolsink. Reigning world
champion De Coster's challenge ended a
couple of minutes from the finish.
KKarsmarkers continued to close gaps on a
Maico ace lap by lap, but finished second,
eventually. In the second heat Gebores
upheld the position of pacemaker until his
machine's rear wheel broke, losing the
leadership to Weil (Maico). Karsmarkers
secured his safest second place again.

By these impressive performances he overall
won this round.

The Yamaha machine ridden by Mick
displayed its impressive performance and
brought Yamaha valuable technical data
necessary and workable for the
improvement of production models.

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Japan Road Race GP

Now, It’s a Speed Festival
of Amateur Riders

The Japan Road Race GP which is annually organized by the Motorcycling
Federation of Japan (M.F.J.), is the final round of national championships.
The Japan GP ceased to be the event of world championship status in 1968
and ever since it has become an important speed festival of amateur riders
rather than a test ground for the performance of fantastic works machines.
Road racing which was previously the highly specialized event within a
limited number of speed enthusiasts in Japan, have continued to fast grow
into one of the most popular motorcycle sports among relatively less
experienced riders since the MFJ began to direct greater efforts toward the
expansion of base segment of racing riders here, along with manufacturers’
strenuous efforts put in the development and introduction of handy,
raceworthy production machines for an increasing number of amateur riders
throughout this country.

Yamaha Comes First

Talking of manufacturers’ contributions to the healthy growth of road racing
in Japan, Yamaha should rank first. Yamaha's highly performing, dependably
handling over-the-counter racing machines have constantly led the trend of
road racing in Japan ever since the days of the 250cc TD1. This, in a word,
has placed road racing within easier reach of amateur riders, naturally leading
to the remarkable expansion of base segment of racing riders in Japan.

This year's national championship series
had 6 rounds with the last one contested at
the 6-km tricky Suzuka circuit, Western
Japan on October 21. As the most
important and largest-scale event of road
racing in Japan, the GP attracted the
largest number of entries and spectators as
well.

The meeting had 4 classes consisting of 7
events in accordance with the national
competition rules, and reflecting Yamaha's
unrivaled leadership in this type of sport, a
greater number of riders used Yamaha

which was contested by all of top class
riders. Yamaha's new star Takazumi
Katayama, sensational winner of the 2nd
Y.GS.F. road racing, rode his water-
cooled TZ350 racer to 1st place, beating
all other bigger machines including
Suzuka-favourite Sumiya's Honda 500.

It was his first-ever GP win and high
hopes can be held with this new star of
Yamaha who is nominated one of the
best road racing riders for 73.



Japanese Expeditionary Team
Yamaha Goes through Amazonian Hinterlands

4-year Expedition

Now, a Japanese expenditionary team which
is formed by the members of the Andes
Association of Japan has laid a plan to
explore the hinterlands covering 6 South
American countries along the River Amazon.
The team is to trace the river up to its source
and tacke untrodden areas, collecting every
valuable date for scientific research and
development during the period of 4 years
from next year.

A survey team has already completed pre
paratory inspections for the trans
continental expedition route. Also, varius
tests were conducted on canoes and rubber
boats which would take a very important
role as means of transport. Those boats
powered by lightweight Yamaha outboard
motors proved to be very much useful for
this purpose.

The main team is expected to start the base
of Southern Bolivia in May next vyear.

The River Amazon—we often refer to this name in association with ‘incredible
vastness’ or ‘amazing primitiveness’. Most of the hinterlands extending along
this 8,000-km river, the second longest in the world, allows no easy inroads by
human civilization.

A 15-m long water snake, untrodden, green boundless jungles, strange manners
and customs of local tribes, etc.—all spoken of this mysteryland are far beyond
our imagination. But, on the other hand, the Amazon is noted as the treasury
of dormant and inexhaustible natural resources awaiting cultivation by human
beings. Also, countless species of beasts, birds, fish and insects or vegetables
living around this river are providing invaluable subjects for academic research
in various fields of natural science.

Apart from pure adventurism, expeditionary attemps on this amazing river
should be very much significant.

The attempts of this kind in recent years have removed the veils of this river
one by one, but we should know how small the past accomplishments are, as
compared to what is left unexplored.

Yamaha outboard motors will be included in
the list of absolutely necessary expedition
equipment and gear, of course.

My two-week trip through Scandinavia final-
ly ecame to an end when | boarded a car
ferry, which affords the shortest link be-
tween Sweden (Halsingborg) and Denmark
(Helsingdr) (time: about 15 minutes).

From Helsingor, the terminal of the car ferry-
service, it was only about 50 kilometers to
Copenhagen, the capital of Denmark.

during a summer vacation, So all hotels were

jampacked with tourists and | could find not
a single room. | was all the more nonplused
because | had much difficulty making myself
understood though | spoke English. But |
happened to chance on a Japanese youth in
the city, who appeared like help from
Heaven. He kindly offered me lodging.
He—Mr, Hosoda—said he had come from
Japan five years before and was working as
rehabilitation coach.

In Copenhagen, | stayed in a room offered
by Mr. Hosodal three nights. Next | pro-
ceeded to Alborg where | was warmly
welcomed by the Piculells | made friends
with at a youth hostel in Sweden and
promised to see again in Denmark.

In Denmark, | was very lucky except that |
was harassed by much rain. When | went to
Odense to visit Yamaha Motor’s importer, |
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lost my way, but | received a night's lodging
from the kind Hansens. In this way, during
my week-long stay in Denmark, | spent
every night at private homes. As | was a
solitary traveler, | was particularly impressed
with the kindness | received in Denmark.
And | thanked Yamaha Motorcycle for

making me experience such luck.

Again Speeding
on Autobahn-Germany

After being thus steeped in a warm human
atmosphere in Denmark, | again entered an
Autobahn, which looked like a symbol of
“nonhumanness.” Once on the Autobahn, |
just kept riding ahead like one possessed. |
was so monotonous | became reluctant even
to think and didn't bother to leave the
Autobahn by any exit on the way. On that
day, | rode for as long as 650 kilometers,
arriving at a motel just 150 kilometers short
of Duesseldorf. This was the longest single
ride since | started the journey. Though dead
tired with such a long ride, | received warm
services from three old managers of the
motel and therefore, could take a full rest,
The next morning, | resumed the trip
entirely refreshed, confident of covering the
remaining 1560 kilometers to Duesseldorf by
noon. As it turned out, however, the ride
took as long as six hours.

The reason is this: As the remaining distance
was only 150 kilometers, | started without
full preparation. | sped so fast (150 to 160
km/h) that | ran out of gasoline at a point
about 100 kilometers from the motel, A
motorcyclist, who happened to pass by,
telephoned SOS for me. But it was one hour
before a service car finally came along and
moreover, | received only 5 liters of fuel. |

was told to go to the next filling station. But
then, | committed another blunder. |
mistook an exit of the Autobahn for an
entrance to a filling station. Once out of an
Autobahn, it is very difficult to return to it.
| finally managed to return to the route |
was traveling, led by a patrol car and came
to the next filling station. But here |
committed a third blunder. | rode right onte
flagstones which were wet with rain and
moreover, covered with oil slick, My motor-
cycle slipped and | fell with a crash! Later |
found | suffered bruises all over the right
side of my body.
