D. Vesco’s new
attempt with Yamaha
streamliner

Don Vesco and the world’'s fastest
motorcycle—a  twin-engined  Yamaha
streamliner—return  to the Bonneville
(Utah) Salt Flats this year for an attempt
to break into the 300 m.p.h. range.

It was on the same course last Oct, 1
that he made the standard two-way run
through the measured mile at an average
speed of 281.702 mp.p.h. to become the
world’s  fastest man on two wheels.

The run eclipsed by more than 16
miles an hour the standard established on
October 16, 1970 by the late Cal Ray-
barn of San Diego. At that time Rayborn,
killed in a New Zealand road racing ac-
cident late in 1973, had piloted a 1500¢cc
Harley Davidson machine to a speed of
265,492 m.p.h.

That effort took from Vesco a record
of 251.924 m.p.h. which he had estab-
lished exactly one month earlier using
twin Yamaha 350cc engines, a power
principle less than half as large as Ray-
born’s.

The mark still stands in the 700cc
class, one of 19 still held by Vesco in
American Motoreyele Association record
books.

Aiming to exceed
300mph

Vesco also was an accomplished road
racer who concentrated mainly on Cali-
fornia competition in past years. He did
provide Yamaha with its first American
win in 1963 in a U.S. Grand Prix event
at Daytona Beach, Fla. In recent years he
has fielded highly successful Yamaha
“privateer’’ teams running in AMA road
races.

He will use the same equipment in
his 21-foot red bulletshaped streamliner
in an effort to better the 300 mark. He
had hoped to reach that plateau in last
year’s run but encountered a mechanical
problem that left him running on only
seven of the eight cylinders.

"I'm confident we'll do better than
200," the soft-spoken, bespectacled
speedster said. "'l think 325 is a good
realistic figure for the record very soon.”

Although his speed of 1974 is the
fastest ever attained by man on a motor-
cycle and is recognized as an official
AMA record for motorcycles in the class
of up to 2000cc’s, it was not accepted as
a world mark by the European-based
Federation International Motocycliste
(FIM) because of a technical rules vio-
lation. The driving belt coupling the two
engines was replaced between runs.

As unigue as female motorcycle racers
may appear, there are actually thousands of
young co-eds across the country who
participate in local motocross and Class C
competition on a reqular basis, and that
number continues to soar,

Women to get na-
tional recognition

A Yamaha spokesman states, “it's time
women get the national recognition they so
rightly deserve in the sport of motorcycl-
ing”.

By all indications the Yamaha Women's
National Motoreyele Championship stands a
good chance for a repeat performance next
year and don’t be too surprised if similar
events start cropping up across the country.

The women's competition is added to a
long list of activities pioneered by Yamaha
and shows signs of becoming a permanent
fixture in national motorcycle competition.

Yet, with the growing number of young
femmale starts, their participation is still
somewhat of a novelty used by promoters
to obtain space in local papers and hopefully
boost ticket sales.

Until now, women have seldom had a
chance to compete against each other in a
pure contest of skill and ability. But that is
all changing due to the efforts of Yamaha
International Corporation and their sponsor-
ship of the first Yamaha Women's National
Motoreycle Championship, featuring Gran
Prix and Motocross competition for women
only. The Championship was held at
Carlshad Raceway on the 4th and 5th of
July.

Safe riding for uphill
& downhill

Under those particular riding conditions, ride your bike
in a following manner:

1. Uphill

Since the engine load will become greater, shift down a little earlier
than usual. Always climb a hill with the machine in a gear that
will allow the engine to rev freely, so that the load on the engine
is reduced and the engine will not “stall’.

2. Downbhill

Do not use the front and rear brakes excessively. The acceleration
gained when going downhill will cause the brakes to overheat
and become ineffective. Change down to the gear so that you
would go up the hill and let the engine act as your brake.
